Toronto’s David Riley earns fourth medal with open water victory at 2009 Age Group Nationals
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MONTREAL- David Riley of Toronto won the gold medal in the five kilometer open water race in the boys 14 and under age group Monday to conclude the 2009 Canadian Age Group Championships swimming competition with four medals.

Riley clocked one hour and two minutes and 20 seconds to win his race by over a minute from his closest pursuer. He ends the competition with two gold medals and two bronze.

The Canadian age group champions in the other boys categories were Alexander Hamilton of North York, Ont., in 13 and under, Cameron Harper of Whitby, Ont., in the 15 and under, Scott Buttenham of Hamilton in 16 and under and Alexandre Lemieux-Fortin of Montmagny, Que., in 17-18.

In the women’s open water race, also over five kilometers, the winners were Caleigh Filmer of Victoria in 12 and under, Justine Rheaume of Quebec in 13 and under, Caitlin Hodge of North, York, Ont., in 14 and under, Karyn Jewell of Vancouver in 15 and under and Beatrice Pineau of Beauport, Que., in 16-18.

Over the six days of competition, top performers included Paige Kremer of Edmonton in the girls 12 and under division with six gold and a silver as well as two Canadian age group records; Chad Bobrosky of Calgary in the 16 and under category with five gold, a silver and a bronze.

Olympic team member Lindsay Seeman of Newmarket won five gold and Alec Page of Victoria marched to the medal podium eight times with four gold, three silver and a bronze.

Canadian records were set by Kremer in the 100 backstroke and 100 butterfly in the 11-12 age group, Aaron Chanas-Larue of Winnipeg in the 200 freestyle 13-14 age group, Katerine Savard of Quebec City in the 100 butterfly 15-17 age group and Edmonton’s Olympian Swim Club in the women’s 4X50 freestyle relay in the 11-12 age group.

The top swims of the meet were produced by Bobrosky for his 800 freestyle victory in 8:09.59 for the men and Tera Van Beilen of Oakville, Ont., for her time of 1:09.15 in the 100 breaststroke in the women’s 16 and under category.

Calgary’s Cascade Swim Club won the overall team title with 2,185 points followed by the Etobicoke Swim Club at 1,683 and the Pointe-Claire Swim Club at 1,561.
